These Guidelines are subject to change at any time by the Heritage Festival Committee

1.) Catch and release derby open to participants who are 12 years of age or younger.

2.) All fish caught by hook and line. No spearing or netting will be allowed. Any form of bait or tackle is permitted, but will not be
provided.

3.) Derby will begin promptly at 8 a.m. and conclude at 9 a.m. on the morning of July 31, 2010. Early registration will begin at 7:30
a.m. on that day.

4.) You must fish only from the bank of Trestle Park Pond.

3.) Please respect others space and the outdoors. All park rules must be obeyved.

6.) All species of fish will be accepted. Catches must be witnessed by one of the derby officials and then properly released. A derby
official will record catches.
